SCRAPBOOK GUIDELINES

Thanks for volunteering to prepare a scrapbook for ____________________  
Purpose:  To provide each player with a scrapbook featuring her accomplishments and team highlights during her career at Maryland.  The scrapbook will be presented to the player at the end-of-year banquet at the end of her senior year.



Scrapbook Facts:
1.  The Scrapbook Coordinator (Barbara O’Hara) will be in touch to make arrangements to get together with you -  most probably at a Rebounder function or game.  At this time, you will get your scrapbook, 100 pages of colored background paper (red, black, white, gold), and 75 sleeves.  The Women’s Basketball Office provides these without cost to Rebounders.  If you later choose to prepare more than one scrapbook for your player (not required) or to use more than 75 sleeves (150 pages), the cost of additional supplies would be covered by you.

2.   Create a file, box, or shelf where you are going to keep all the things you collect.  Some people like to place them in the space as soon as you find them.  That way everything is located in one sport and this will make things much easier when you get around to putting your pages together.

2.   Collect articles from newspapers, magazines, and the internet about your player AND the entire team.  (Each year, the players receive a bound copy of articles from the Post, Sun, and Diamondback constructed by the Basketball Office.)   Try to pick articles of a positive nature and/or of earth-shaking importance (new staff member, huge upset over highly ranked team, etc.).  If an article is specifically about your player, you may want to include it in your scrapbook.  However, the articles mainly serve the purpose of helping you organize your pages and the headlines are good to use throughout the book.

3. Collect pictures of your player.  Ron McKee (ron@umrebounders.com) is the official Rebounder Scrapbook Photographer.  He has a press pass which allows him access to the floor.  Throughout the season, he will send you a flash drive with photographs from each home game, the socials, and some away games. You will also see pictures in the paper and on the internet.  The cost for processing these prints will be covered by you.  (Note that with the flash drive, Ron will send a self-addressed, stamped envelope so that you can return the flash drive to him for the next round of pictures.)  

4.  Date your articles and photos.  Also---note the source.  This could be a great help to the players as they reminisce about their careers.

5.   Collect other memorabilia pertinent to your player.  For example:  If your player’s number is 24, be on the lookout for that number.   Cut it out of magazines, newspapers, etc.  Another example: Many handouts at games include drawings of the Terrapin, the word "Maryland" or "basketball," pictures of basketballs, etc.  Look for headlines from other articles, i.e., football or field hockey, which could pertain to the basketball team as well. Be creative!!!!  Cut out the words and pictures and save them.  They will come in handy when the scrapbook is being organized.  

6.  Think about the other Rebounders who are preparing a scrapbook.  If you see something that they might find useful, cut it out and pass it on.

7.  Start organizing your pages as the season begins. Don’t wait until the last minute.  It can be fun if you do the pages as the years go along, but it will be a nightmare if you wait to do it at the end of your player’s career.
8.  25-40 layouts per year is an acceptable number to construct. 
9.  Each year at the April Awards Banquet the scrapbooks will be presented to the seniors.  You can present it if you want.  If you would rather not be the presenter, another Rebounder will do the honors.  Your scrapbook will be due to the Scrapbook Coordinator approximately one week before the banquet.  This makes it right after the NCAA tournament so plan ahead to have time to finish your book.  At the banquet the books are set out for everyone to peruse. 

10. If it becomes necessary for you to give up your duty, please tell the Scrapbook Coordinator immediately.  A new person will be found to continue the work and your file and scrapbook can be passed on to that person.  The scrapbook, paper, sleeves and completed layouts should be turned in.

11. Occasionally something happens and a girl leaves the team.  If that happens to your player, please turn in all your materials and any completed layouts to the Scrapbook Coordinator.  When appropriate, the completed layouts will be sent to the player.
And---as soon as a new girl appears on the team, you will have the first chance to be in charge of her scrapbook.

12.  Other Scrapbooking ideas/suggestions: 

A.  Think of a way to distinguish each year.  For example, each year could have a different background color (Gold—Freshman; Black—Sophomore; etc.)  Another way to do this is to put one marker of some sort on each Freshman year page; two on each Sophomore year, etc.  Of course, each year can also begin with a special introductory page.  The large posters/programs which are given out at the home games are good for this.  Reduce the size 65% to fit.   
B.  Organize your book in some manner.  There are a million ways to do this.  For each home game, I try to print a great picture of my player shooting, defending, etc.  I also printed another player doing something great.  You could also take pictures yourself, maybe of the crowd during a game, or scenes around Comcast Center.  You could also include a headline from the newspaper or type the final score.  All of this could comprise a nice presentation for each home game.  You may also use materials from the NIT and ACC and NCAA when appropriate.  The same applies to any away games that you have pictures for.  Ron is not always able to travel to the various sites.  Some people organize their book in a more random manner. That’s a fine idea too!  
C. Include other players, coaches, etc. Your player will want pictures of other important people and things:  parents, siblings, friends, coaches, assistants, scorekeepers, the Terrapin Mascot, MVPs, and other university officials.  Also, our “first family:, Brenda’s husband Mark and the Twins, Markus and Tyler. 
13.  Here are some fun ideas to consider:
a. At the beginning or end of your completed book, you may want to include a personal note/letter to your player with your picture.  This is a chance to thank the player for providing you with years of added excitement and for wishing her well in the future.

b. Remember to include pictures, etc. of Rebounders.  They can be scattered throughout the pages as a way to remind them of our support and loyalty.

c. Be sure to get your picture taken with your player --- at least once a year.   Ron McKee will do this or you.
d. One year a scrapbooker cut out circles to look like basketballs and then she asked Rebounders to write a note to the player on the circles.  It was a nice ending to the scrapbook.
